Freud’s View of Consciousness
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Below is an illustration of how Sigmund Freud viewed our minds as working.  The diagram is representative of the three basic parts of our mind.  These parts of or mind are in conflict and control our actions.
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Id

 The impulsive part of our personality which responds directly directly to our instincts.  The personality of a newborn baby is all id and only later develops an ego and a super-ego.  The id is not affected by reality, logic or the everyday world.  It operates on the ‘pleasure principle’.
Ego

 Initially the ego is a part of the id that has been modified by the direct influence of the external world.  The ego develops out of the id in order to mediate between the unrealistic id and the external real world. The ego operates according to the ‘reality principle’ — trying to find ways to satisfy the ids demands.
Super-ego 
The super-ego is like an internalized parental influence which widens our reality to include the attitudes of other people.  It restrains the demands of the id through a moral pressure on the ego.  The super-ego is what gives us a conscience, making us feel guilty even if there is no one else to witness.  In a different way than the id the super-ego puts impossible restrictions on us. 
Some of the characters in Lord of the Flies may represent different parts of this theory, and the conflict between these parts of their minds is abundantly clear.  As we continue through the novel, record points where you see these different parts of the consciousness emerging and in what characters.
